Joan Houlihan v. Cobh UDC, a defect in a footpath which had been constructed 50 to 70 years previously, was held to have arisen from poor workmanship in the original construction of the path, thereby leading to a finding of mis-feasance and a rejection of the Urban Council's defence of non-feasance.
